RSAMIS Information for State VR Agencies 

[bookmark: _Hlk43025492]Effective June 22, 2020, the legacy RSAMIS is no longer accessible to State VR agencies and RSA is implementing a phased approach to collecting and managing data through the new RSAMIS. RSA has been working diligently and will continue to develop data collection forms in the new RSAMIS and build the website’s functionality to collect data and revise data that have already been reported. As a result, RSA will be implementing new procedures related to some of its information collections. We have outlined these below, as well as the dates by which each of the data collection forms should be available for use by grantees through the new RSAMIS. Over time, the new RSAMIS will permit State VR agencies to report data on the following OMB-approved information collections: 

1. Case Service Report (RSA-911)
· Available to collect Program Year (PY) 2019 Quarter (Q) 4 reports beginning July 1, 2020.
· Available to collect PY 2020 Q1 reports beginning October 1, 2020.

2. Grant Reallotment Form (RSA-692)
· Available to collect Federal fiscal year (FFY) 2020 reports beginning July 15, 2020.

3. WIOA Annual Performance Report (ETA-9169)
· Available to collect PY 2019 reports beginning August 15, 2020.

4. [bookmark: _Hlk42520273]Federal Financial Report (SF-425)
· Available to collect FFY 2019 final and FFY 2020 annual and carryover reports for VR and Supported Employment programs beginning October 1, 2020.
· RSA has proposed to replace the SF-425 for the VR program with the Vocational Rehabilitation Financial Report (RSA-17) starting in FFY 2021. RSA’s proposed action with respect to the RSA-17 is described at 85 FR 7980 (February 12, 2020) and 85 FR 33148 (June 1, 2020). The RSA-17 will be available to collect FFY 2021 data on the new RSAMIS beginning January 1, 2021. 

5. Annual Vocational Rehabilitation Program/Cost Report (RSA-2)
· Available to collect FFY 2020 reports beginning October 1, 2020.
· As with the SF-425, RSA has proposed replacing the RSA-2 with the RSA-17. Reporting FFY 2021 Q1 RSA-17 data would begin on January 1, 2021. 

6. Resolution of Applicant/Client Appeals (RSA-722)
· Available to collect FFY 2020 reports beginning October 1, 2020.

7. Randolph-Sheppard (RSA-15) 
· Available to collect FFY 2020 reports beginning October 1, 2020.

RSA will update State VR agencies as these reporting functionalities become available in the new RSAMIS. In the event one or more of these data collection forms is not available through the new RSAMIS by a projected date, RSA will inform State VR agencies of a revised timeline and interim reporting procedures, as necessary. 




Reporting Instructions: Obtaining Previously Submitted Reports 

From June 22, 2020 until data collection forms become available in the new RSAMIS, State VR agencies will not have direct access to previously submitted data in the legacy RSAMIS. Once the forms become available in the new RSAMIS, State VR agencies will be able to access previously submitted reports. State VR agencies that need copies of prior reports during this interim period (i.e., until the needed data collection form is available through the new RSAMIS) should submit a request to their RSA State Liaison. The request must include the form name, grant award number, and period of reporting. During this interim period, RSA will provide a print-out of the data elements entered on the data collection form, but not an actual copy of the report itself. 

Reporting Instructions: Submitting or Revising Reports Not Yet Available in New RSAMIS

[bookmark: _Hlk43027443]In an effort to ensure no additional burden on State VR agencies during this phased migration to the new RSAMIS, RSA has implemented the following procedures: 

1. State VR agencies should wait to submit new reports (e.g., FFY 2020 unsubmitted reports) until such time as the data collection forms become available in the new RSAMIS. As noted above, RSA anticipates that the forms will be available and accessible to grantees well before any of the deadlines for submitting those reports. RSA will promptly notify State VR agencies as the reporting capabilities become available. Please contact your RSA State Liaison if you have any questions.

2. In the event State VR agencies need to amend previously submitted reports (e.g., FFY 2018 SF-425), they should wait to make any such revisions until notified that the needed data collection form is available through the new RSAMIS. The projected dates for each form are listed above. However, if a State VR agency needs to request a late liquidation, which would necessitate a revision to the SF-425 during the interim period, please contact your RSA State Liaison for more information on how to submit the request manually.

Reporting Instructions: Corrective Action Plans 

At this time, the new RSAMIS will not collect Corrective Action Plans from State VR agencies. Rather, RSA State Teams will collect new Corrective Action Plans and quarterly reports on existing Corrective Action Plans directly from agencies via email. RSA has copies of the information agencies already submitted for existing Corrective Action Plans and will use that information as we continue to monitor progress in meeting corrective actions. RSA State Liaisons will provide additional information to State VR agencies regarding submission of new Corrective Action Plans or quarterly reports. As a result of these changes, State VR agencies do not need to request access to this data collection form in the new RSAMIS. In the near future, RSA will share additional information related to its plans for this information collection (OMB Control Number: 1820-0694), in general, that is approved for data collection through December 31, 2020.
