Instructions for Grantees with Existing RSAMIS Accounts: Password Reset

If you are an RSA grantee with an existing RSAMIS account, your username will remain the same in the new RSAMIS. However, you will be required to establish a new password to meet security requirements. 

If you have an existing RSAMIS account and you still have a need to access data collection forms for reporting purpose, please follow these steps when you visit rsa.ed.gov: 

1. In the top right corner of the homepage, select “Log In”
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2. To update your password, select the link labeled “Forgot your password?”
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3. Enter your username or email address and select the “Submit” button. 
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4. Once you submit your username or email, you will receive an email containing a link. The “Log in” link in the email will take you to the RSA website and allow you to create a new password.
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5. Set up a new password by entering it into the “Password” and “Confirm Password” fields. Your new password must be 12 characters and it must contain an uppercase letter, a number, and punctuation. 
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6. Once you have entered the same password in both fields and it meets the password requirements, you will see a password strength indicator showing a green bar and “Password match” will read “Yes.”
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7. Select the “Save” button at the bottom of the page. Once your password is saved, you will see a confirmation message that reads, “The changes have been saved.” 
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8. You may now log-out of the new RSAMIS and log-in with your username and new password. 
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
